Expected Progeny Differences - definitions: 

Birth weight : A birth weight E.P.D. indicates the genetic effect which a sire will have on the birth weight of his or 

her calves.  A plus (+) E.P.D. sire will produce calves which are heavier than breed average. 

 

Weaning Weight: A weaning gain E.P.D. indicates the ability of a sireôs calves to grow from birth to weaning.  It 
is expressed in pounds.  Weaning gain, also termed birth adjusted weaning weight, allows selection for weaning 

growth independent of birth weight. This trait assesses a sireôs direct contribution to his progeny. 

 

Yearling Weight:  A yearling gain E.P.D. expressed in pounds, indicates the ability of a sireôs calves to grow from 
birth to yearling.  Positive E.P.D.s indicate above average growth for the breed.  Yearling gain is a direct trait. 

 

Maternal Milk: A maternal milk E.P.D. indicates the ability of a sireôs daughters to provide their calves with an 
environment which encourages growth from birth to weaning, through milk production and mothering ability.  The 

E.P.D.s are expressed in pounds of calf at weaning.  Thus an E.P.D. above zero indicates that the sireôs daughters are 

above breed average in their ability to nurture their calves and, as a result, wean heavier calves. Maternal milk does 

not assess a sires direct contribution to his progeny.  The contribution is not expressed until the sireôs daughters are 

milking. 

 

Accuracies:  The accuracy of the genetic evaluation depends largely upon the amount of  information available on 

the individual and its relatives.  The more information the greater the accuracy. Accuracy values will range from 0-

100%.  Accuracy should be used with E.P.D.s to measure the amount of risk associated with making selection deci-

sions.  Less than 40% - reliability is lower,  risk of change is higher;  40-70% -  reliability is medium,  risk of change 

is moderate; greater than 70% - reliability is higher,  risk of change is lower. 

 

E..P.D..s and your program: 
E.PD.s will allow  you to make comparisons between herds that are using the same source that is generating  E.P.D.s 

providing the herd has been designated ñconnectedò.  Different breeds  E.P.D.s should not be compared.  E.P.D.s do 

not reflect actual performance  (that's what adjusted  weights and indexes within herd  groups are for). For example if 

a cow is a good milker, she may be that way because sheôs content, well fed, and has the genetic ability to milk, or a 

combination of  these factors plus many others.  The genes that control  milk production are many, lowly heritable and 

highly influenced by the environment.  An E.P.D. will  allow us to track whether a cow is passing the gene for milk 

production on to her daughters.  This takes time, years,10 years sometimes.  The average for the breed for each trait is 

zero, and all E.P.D.s are = to, or - from that zero average.   

 

E.P.D.s and our program: 
Prairielane Farms E.P.D.s are ñconnectedò which means that the E.P.D.s that are in this catalogue can be compared 

with other ñconnectedò herds that have data in the Canadian Angus Association data base.  The  E. P.D.ôs that are used 

in this catalogue have been generated by the Canadian Angus Association as of the Spring 2010, unless otherwise 

stated.
